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1. KALE SHIROKOVO

The late antique and medieval fortress Kale Shirokovo is located on a naturally protected
rock promontory at the confluence of the Baniski and Cherni Lom rivers.

A section of the main fortress wall with its adjacent ower - two tower sand the
proteichism (auxiliary wall) of the late antique fortification was studied. The exposed
walls amaze with their size and construction technique. They were built from large up to 2
m long stone blocks, on which archaeologists found numerous signs placed by the ancient
master stonemasons. The documented width of the fortress wall and towers is from 3.50 to
4.80 m, which makes it the widest currently known fortress wall in today's Bulgarian
lands. Thanks to its powerful fortification system, the fortification, built in the middle of
the 5th century, managed to survive the Avaro-Slavic invasions of the end of the 6th
century, becoming one of the three attested fortresses in the Rusensky Lom river valley
with recorded life in the first half of the 7th century .

One of the latest ancient coins in Northern Bulgaria was discovered in the fortress. The
coin is of the Roman Emperor Constans Il. It was struck from bronze in 651

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2. Cirly kanara

Kirly canara is located south of the village of Shirokovo, near the place where the
rivers Cherni and Baniski Lom meet, by the road to the village of Baniska. On a rock
formation with vertical walls, rectangular niches carved in 4 horizontal rows can be seen.

The latest studies by archaeologists from the Regional Historical Museum - Ruse
indicate that these are the remains of a Roman temple of the 1st-3rd centuries, which
refutes the assumptions of Karel Shkorpil, Vasil Doikov and the local population about a
Thracian sanctuary or a monastery tower.

The holes in the rock served to fasten the horizontal beams of the great wooden
structure, which was glued to the rock next to a large and bizarre phallic-shaped rock
formation, skillfully inserted by the ancient builders into the temple building.

Nowhere in the rocks on the Lomovete are there more impressive marks than those
on the Kirli canara.
